Assessment Matters

For Primary 2, we do not conduct weighted assessments. Instead, 
we focus on inculcating greater joy of learning and nurturing 
lifelong learners with strong intrinsic motivation to learn. We 
use qualitative descriptors to report Primary 2 students' learning 
progress, and the Mother Tongue Language learning outcomes for 
Semester 1 and Semester 2 are shared in Slides 11 and 12.

Assessment Criteria for HMT Eligibility
P2 to P3 HMT

Learning Outcomes ≥ 50% Proficient 

Assessment is based on 10 learning outcomes covering the four language 
skills across both semesters. Students achieving "Proficient" in at least 50% 
of outcomes may be offered Higher Mother Tongue in Primary 3. The school's 
year-end curriculum recommendation will be final as it is made with the 
students’ best interests in mind to ensure they are equipped with the 
necessary skills and abilities to thrive in the recommended curriculum.

HMTL in Primary 4. The school encourages students to learn 

and progress at their own pace.
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
